J To be part of the team of Play-workers providing a safe, secure and stimulating
environment for the children, with creative and appropriate play opportunities

J To assist in ensuring the safety of all the children at the Club in the event of a fire or
other emergency

o To help with the setting up and clearing away of play materials and equipment before
and after the children attend the Club

o To take part in developing, implementing and evaluating the Club’s policies and
procedures to ensure the setting operates within current legislation and guidelines
and meets the standards required by Ofsted

o To act in a responsible manner toward the children at all times

o To assist in the provision of the appropriate refreshments for the children in
accordance with food hygiene regulations in force

. To ensure that the Manager is made aware of any incidents affecting the welfare of
the children

. To record any accidents or incidents in the relevant record book
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. To be responsible, with the other members of the team, for ensuring that resources
and equipment are properly used, maintained and stored and for reporting any worn
or damaged items to the Manager

o To help keep the Club premises tidy and clean

o Once trained, to administer or supervise any first aid as required

o To liaise with parents/carers of the children in the care of the Out of School Club

o To participate in and contribute to staff meetings every half-term

. To act as a Key Worker for EYFS children if required

o To attend training courses as specified by law, recommended by current guidelines
or requested by the Manager to ensure that the worker’s skills and knowledge remain
up to date

o To undertake any task reasonably deemed by the Manager to be part of the role of
Play-worker in this setting
